March 9, 2006

Approval of Minutes: The minutes of January 16, 2006 were accepted on a motion by Mr. Joseph, seconded by Mr. Webster, all in favor.

Old Business: 


Solar Presentation:  The evening was a great success. Ms. Wooldridge reported that she was contacted by the Hope Environmental Commission, which also wants to put on the same type of presentation.  She also received many follow up calls requesting additional information. Washington Township received a “Go Green” grant to investigate the potential use of solar panels on the Municipal Building. The overall response was very positive. 


GIS sub-committee: Approval was received for the grant of ArcView 9 software.  


319h grant:  The financial reports are being redone, as the schedule of reporting dates was not correctly followed. 


Northridge update: Discussion was held on the status of the dam.

New Business: 


Natural Lands Trust clean up: The Riparian Planting will be reported in the annual report of the Trust. Volunteer Coordinator Martha Windish contacted the Commission to schedule a clean up along Tamarack Rd. in partnership with White EC and a hunting club from Budd Lake. They will supply the dumpsters. The Commissioners selected the date of October 14.
