Minutes

Regular Meeting

May 23, 2006
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Chairman Wooldridge called the meeting to order at 7:12 PM in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Roll Call: Present: Chairman Phil Wooldridge, Beverly Gloumakoff, Bill VonderHaar, and alternate Lorna Wooldridge. Absent: Vice Chair Eckhardt Debbert, Tom Webster, and alternate Frank Joseph

Approval of Minutes: The minutes of April 20, 2006 were accepted on a motion by Ms. Gloumakoff, seconded by Mr. VonderHaar, all in favor.

Old Business: 


Community Day: The Recreation Commission voted not to have pony rides, but will have the same company back with the petting zoo. The Commission’s booth will include the Watershed Ambassador ‘s watershed model, the White Township Environmental Commission’s groundwater model, and a composting display. The composter door prize is still awaited. The Wooldridge family may have a mother hen and chicks for an educational display. 


Natural Lands Trust clean up:  The White Township Environmental Commission is willing to proceed with the project as a partner. A volunteer to co-chair the project is needed. The date may be changed. 


319h grant:  The installation of the Vortex-Grit Separator should begin in July. 


GIS sub-committee: Teresa Duckworth reported that she had been in touch with the state Office of GIS, and a date for the initial visit will be set. The County has the parcel mapping completed, and a multitude of free information is available from the dep.

New Business: 

Pollution Control Financing Authority grant: The PCFA is granting all Warren municipalities $5,000 earmarked for recycling and/or stormwater management.  The only requirement is a letter explaining how the funds were used. The request for the $2,000 DEP ESP grant for brochures and storm drain labeling was not funded.  The Stormwater Coordinator will develop three brochures to fulfill the 319h education requirement.  Projects including recycling, pesticide awareness, and a project for the top of the watershed were discussed.  Ms. Wooldridge made a motion to recommend to the Township Committee that $2,000 be used to replace the grant funds for brochures and storm drain labeling, seconded by Mr. VonderHaar, all in favor. Mr. VonderHaar made a motion to recommend the Stormwater Coordinator be paid $1,000, seconded by Ms. Wooldridge, all in favor. The remaining funds will be discussed at the next meeting.
