Minutes

Regular Meeting

July 20, 2006
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Chairman Wooldridge called the meeting to order at 7:07 PM in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Roll Call: Present: Chairman Phil Wooldridge, Vice Chair Eckhardt Debbert (7:20), Beverly Gloumakoff, Tom Webster, and alternates Frank Joseph and alternate Lorna Wooldridge. Absent: Bill VonderHaar (excused)

Approval of Minutes: Ms Gloumakoff made a motion to accept the minutes of June 15, 2006, seconded by Ms. Wooldridge, all in favor, with Mr. Debbert and Mr. Joseph abstaining.

Old Business: 


Natural Lands Trust clean up:  White Township Environmental Commissioner Lou Marinucci contacted Martin Rapp of the Natural Lands Trust. The tentative date was changed to the first weekend in November.  


319h grant: The installation of the vortex grit separator will take place this month. 

PCFA grant: The Twp. Committee approved the recommendation for brochures, storm drain markers, and pay for the Stormwater Coordinator. Ms. Greason is trying to contact Earth Machine Composters to get a bulk price. 

New Business: 

Beach: The beach had to close for two weeks because of high fecal coliform counts. This was most likely due to heavy rains washing geese droppings into the lake. Larry Kovar of Aquatic Analysts, Inc. recommended contacting Fred Space, who is licensed by US Fish & Wildlife to trap adults and addle eggs, or spraying “Flight Control” before nesting occurs. 

The second milfoil treatment was applied. Mr. Kovar explained a weed roller could be used to manually control weed growth in the swimming area, as opposed to chemical treatment. The Commission was very interested, and he will be sending information.

Discussion was held on the flooding along the Delaware River. 

Meetings attended: Mr. Wooldridge – ANJEC Highlands Update- There are many exemptions, and the local ordinances still need to be strong.

Commissioner Reports:


Land Use Board: Ms. Gloumakoff reported there have been no subdivisions as yet this year, only applications for variances. The application for the swimming pool variance was withdrawn. A variance for a shed on a property on Quenby Mountain Rd. was approved. The Board is reviewing all checklists for zoning, major and minor subdivisions.  


MLCA & WAG: Mr. Joseph distributed advance copies of the quarterly mailing. They participated in the booth at Community Day. A dissolved oxygen meter has been ordered, funded by the Warren Co. EC’s Richard Dunlop Memorial Grant. Mr. Webster will be in charge of the meter and its use. The grasses are growing at the riparian buffer. The general membership meeting will be held Aug. 18, 7PM at the Firehouse. Future goals will be set at the meeting. The Group is interested in being a part of obtaining a weed harvester for the Lake. Water clarity was three feet in early spring, and the best to date has been four feet. 


GIS sub-committee: Teresa Duckworth, Mr. Wooldridge, and Ms. Greason met with Doug Schreider of the NJ Office of GIS on the 27th for the initial site visit. He explained a flow chart of what we are required to do for continued support.
