Old Business:  WCEC Dunlop grant: The grant was not awarded to Liberty Twp. this year. 

New Business: 


Joan Kneckel Cancer Center Memorial Tree- Riparian Buffer- The organizers of the event have a black gum tree they would like planted.  The DPW will be requested to dig the hole, and volunteers will do the planting. Mr. Hankin will donate trunk protectors for use at the buffer. 

Recycling- Lynn Rutowski was introduced as the new municipal recycling coordinator. She asked for the Commission’s support, and spoke about the new county recycling trailer that can be used for events. This would be a possibility for Community Day 2008.  Recycling information is now posted on the town website- libertytownship.org.


Turquoise spill in lake- An algae bloom affected the lake last week, however a bright turquoise film was seen floating near the beach, boat launch, and casino area. A sample was obtained, however proper sampling protocol was not followed, so no test was done. A new protocol will be established to avoid problems such as this in the future. 

Commissioner reports/Meetings attended: 


Land Use Board: Ms. Gloumakoff reported the Board approved the resolution allowing the former Pep & Walt’s Tavern for a veterinary clinic. A lot line adjustment was approved for the O’Brien property on Free Union and Quenby Mountain Roads. 


MLCA & WAG: Allied Biological has been hired by the state to perform mercury testing at Mountain Lake. They took vegetative samples, and used electroshock to collect fish tissue for sampling. 

A complaint was heard concerning shoreline fishermen parking on the lower level behind the casino.   

Expenditures: Mr. Joseph made a motion to approve the secretarial fee, seconded by Ms. Gloumakoff, all in favor.
