[image: image1.wmf]Chairman Wooldridge called the meeting to order at 7:12 PM in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Response from WC Mosquito Commission: In response to public concerns about notification of adulticiding raised at the January meeting, Ms. Greason reported the WCMEC offers an answering machine recording of planned daily spray targets, the same information on their website, and residents can call and be included in a 12-hour spray notification. She shared a letter from Rutgers praising Warren County’s “environmentally friendly integrated pest management program”. A listing of adulticide sprays in Liberty Twp. in 2007 included a total of 7 dates.  She showed the handout included in tax bills in 2005, which are still available in the foyer of the Municipal Building that includes the number to call. The packet of information sent to every county municipality includes fact sheets on the substances used for adulticiding. Karen Cook of Free Union Rd. and Ms. Wooldridge expressed further concerns that this was not sufficient, and that more information is needed. They felt the quality of the tape recording is poor and not understandable, and the information cannot be found on the website. Ms. Greason recommended that these concerns should be brought directly to the MEC, as it is not in the scope of the LTEC to address these issues. The issue was tabled until the April meeting when Mr. Wooldridge will present a draft leaflet that could be included in the tax bills.

Public Comment: Bob Mischka, Marble Hill Rd., stated he was invited by the Wooldridges to speak on his concerns of chemical treatment for aquatic weeds. He is an avid musky fisherman and feels the treatments affect the fish. The only area treated by the Commission is the beach area, as the Health Regulations allow no weed growth in the swimming area. Alternatives such as a benthic weed barrier mat or a weed roller bar were discussed. In the spring Larry Kovar will take depth samples of the muck and give an opinion on what might work. 

Lynne Rutowski spoke on the Cub Scout tree planting on the first Sunday in May at the Liberty School. She also is the recycling coordinator, and shared information on recycling. May is eyeglass-recycling month. The township will begin recycling at the municipal building and the athletic fields. She explained the Coca Cola grant for recycling bins.
