Old Business: 

Summer Recreation Water Day Program: Ms. Buckley reported the day was a great success, assisted by Ms. Cook and her daughter Morgan. The games were taken from Project WET and included a water taste test, “Common water” with sponges, roles in the community (NPS pollution), and the “long haul”. Thank you notes from the children were sent to our volunteers.


The Pennsylvania Raptor and Wildlife Assn. program was also a huge success for the camp participants. 


Tree Management Plan: Ms. Buckley reported she will be meeting with the DPW Supervisor in early September. A map will be developed using the GIS program. The plan will be incorporated into the Master Plan, Open Space Plan, and the ERI. Handouts were distributed on Section 2, which includes the Mission Statement, Goals and Objectives (incorporating Commissioner suggestions), and a liability statement, which was reviewed. Arbor Day and educational events can include the Summer Recreation Program, Scout groups, and school science classes. Year 1 would be the planning phase, and year 2 actions would be volunteer trainings, with follow through in the succeeding years.  Technical support options include the Forest Service, WC Shade Tree Commission, and possibly Mike VanClef for presentations on native species.
