New Business
Highlands Act- report on meeting w/ Eric Snyder (Phil, Shannon, Tom, Doug). An updated ERI is required by the act. A sample ERI was presented. Each month a section will be discussed by the Commission and suggestions on how to tailor this for Liberty will be discussed and input given to the Planner. He will discuss with Eileen Swan such things as a Lake Management Plan and funding available. These funds could be used as a match for the ANJEC Smart Growth Grant.  

Amphibian crossing- Volunteers are being sought for the Shades of Death Crossing and the drive survey team. 

Land Use Board Report Ms. Gloumakoff reported that the Board will meet every other month. They reorganized in January and adopted one resolution for a cell tower.
