Belvidere Pool- re: donation. Discussion was held concerning the fee for Summer Recreation swimming lessons. In 2005 the fee was $35 per child for lessons once a week at the pool.  The fee for the Summer Recreation program was $40 per child for the entire six-week session.  Mr. Oliver made a motion to raise the Summer Recreation fee to $70 for the six-week session, seconded by Mr. Iannone, all in favor.  

Sports Commissioners’ Reports:


Basketball/Cheerleading: Nothing to report


Baseball/ Softball: Schedules went to coaches last week. The school fields are not ready because of a very poor turn out for three dates of work parties. The Free Union Fields are ready. The DPW spread clay, rolled the fields, spread topsoil and seeded. Mr. Iannone commented that the poor turn out for the work party shows that something will need to be done for next year. Raising the fees and hiring a person is one possibility. Discussion was held concerning creating a position for Field Maintenance. 


 Soccer:  Mr. Pezzato stated that he cannot handle soccer this year. Mr. Iannone stated that if we do not have a Commissioner, there will be no soccer program, and there will only be traveling teams. Sign up dates were selected, Bill Beyrer will hold sign ups, but cannot be the Commissioner. A flyer will be distributed during sign ups that the program is contingent on someone stepping forward to take over as Soccer Commissioner.
