Sports Commissioners’ Reports:


Basketball/Cheerleading: Nothing to report


Baseball/ Softball: All the equipment is now returned and stored away.


Soccer:  Mr. Crisp reported that the equipment has been handed out. The team rosters are complete except for the first & second grades draft that will be done this week. The uniform order is prepared. Mr. Crisp made a motion to approve $2,000 for uniforms, seconded by Mr. Pezzato, all in favor. A work party detail is coming up.  Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve $200 for key, cables, and clamps, seconded by Mr. Iannone, all in favor. 

Old Business: 

Field Maintenance- Weed killer for the infields was discussed. A handout on the organic “Burnout” was distributed, along with three articles from Parks & Recreation Business magazine on pesticide use for athletic fields. Ms Greason obtained prices on Burnout, it is expensive and would require multiple applications.  Based on the recommendations of the experts in the articles, including an international environmentalist, and the cost difference, Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve $70 for Roundup to be used on the infields, seconded by Mr. McGreevy, all in favor. 

New Business: None

Subcommittee Reports:


Community Day: Nothing to report


Beach: The fecal coliform bacteria counts have returned to normal. A record attendance of 71 people was reached last Sunday, and the weekly average is around 25 daily.   

Summer Recreation: It was brought to the attention of the Commission that the counselors have not received a pay raise for two years. Discussion was held on the consideration of the program being highly successful, the fact that the staff are all professional educators, and that it is desirable to induce their return next year. The increase was not included in the 2006 budget request through an oversight. The funds are available in the Recreation Trust Fund from the increased registration fee.  Mr. Scudder made a motion to increase the 5 counselors rate of pay by $1.00 per hour retroactive to the beginning of the program, seconded by Mr. McGreevy, all in favor. The opinion of the attorney to determine if this must be approved by resolution by the Township Committee is being investigated, and if necessary, a memo will be sent to the municipal clerk with this recommendation. 

Concession Stand: Mr. McGreevy and Ms. Greason will meet this Saturday to review what is needed to open the stand.
