Regular Meeting Minutes

October 10, 2006


The meeting was called to order at 6:40 PM in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Roll call:  

Present: Chairman Bob Pezzato, Vice Chair Frank Iannone, Mike McGreevy, Mike Scudder, John Crisp  
Absent: Dan Oliver

Minutes: The minutes of August 8 and October 5, 2006 were approved on a motion by Mr. Iannone, seconded by Mr. Scudder, all in favor.

Public Discussion:  Anne Young brought up her concerns with safety issues for basketball courts and gym time for 7th & 8th grade teams. 

Sports Commissioners’ Reports:


Basketball/Cheerleading: Cathie Smith reported that although final team rosters are not complete, the maximum number will be 14 teams, with possibly two select teams.  Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve the following expenditures, seconded by Mr. Crisp, all in favor. 


Girls uniforms- $240, Equipment- $1,250, League fees- $1,375, Referee fees- $2,800. 

Discussion was held on numbers of players and teams. There are approximately 150 participants. The coaches were listed. Practice begins Nov.1, games after Thanksgiving. The annual Turkey Hoop Shoot will be held Nov. 17, Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve $125 for turkeys for prizes, seconded by Mr. Scudder, all in favor. 


Colleen Makervitch will replace Peggy Faulborn as Cheering Commissioner. Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve $140 for uniforms, seconded by Mr. Iannone, all in favor. 


Soccer:  Discussion was held on field scheduling for practice times. All players, including substitutes must be on the final team rosters. Mr. Crisp stated this topic is on the agenda for the League meeting. It was requested that it be brought up to the League that contact information should be made available for coaches to confirm games and practices. Mr. Iannone commented we are paying for referees at “home “ games held at “away” fields, but are not receiving the benefit for our Concession Stand.


Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve $1,750 for nets to meet Division 5 standards, seconded by Mr. McGreevy, all in favor. 


Baseball/ Softball: Paula Tanski returned the unused umpire fees. There have been no calls in response to the ad for an assistant Baseball or Basketball Commissioner. 

Old Business: 

Backstop: Mr. Pezzato informed Tri-County Fence we have accepted their proposal. 

New Business:


Scoreboards: Mr. Pezzato commented there are no cages over the scoreboards at the Middle School and the light bulbs get broken. He asked Ms. Smith to check with Independence to see if they might be interested in pursuing a partnership in purchasing protective cages. Ms. Smith will explore costs. 


Door Guard: Mr. Iannone asked about the status of the situation for employing a person to watch the door at basketball games, after discussion at the last meeting to pay $30 a night for this function. He would like to see a written policy with guidelines for actions when problems occur. Discussion was held. Ms. Smith will see what is done in Independence. A protocol should be set as to procedures on whom to call before someone is hired.
