Sports Commissioners’ Reports:


Basketball: Mr. Pezzato made a motion to accept Wayne Chaladoff as basketball Commissioner for the remainder of the season, seconded by Mr. Oliver, all in favor. The practice schedule is forthcoming, and door monitors have been scheduled through the end of the month.

2007 Budget Proposal: Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve any leftover funds in 2006 ball field maintenance to purchase clay for next season, seconded by Mr. Iannone, all in favor. Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve that soccer, baseball, and basketball balls, screens for scoreboards at the GMMS, helmets and catchers equipment, first aid kit boxes for each sport, bases, and covers for the senior field be purchased with the 2006 remainder of the equipment line item, seconded by Mr. Oliver, all in favor. 

Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve $300 from Recreation Trust for first aid supplies, seconded by Mr. Iannone, all in favor. 

Mr. Oliver made a motion to approve $1,000 from 2006 for beach sand, seconded by Mr. Pezzato, all in favor. 

These expenditures will be encumbered in 2006 with the idea of using what we have now to plan for the future, and adjusting the budget request accordingly. The request will include $6,000 that was saved from line items for one set of dugouts and request an additional $6,000. The long-term plan for 2008-9 will remain the same. 

Wages- lifeguards increase each increment by $1.00, summer recreation staff- increase by 4%, and increase the Recreation Assistant to $5,500 per year. 


Mr. Scudder made a motion to approve the budget request, seconded by Mr. Pezzato, all in favor. 
Commissioner Comments: Mr. Iannone thanked Chairman Pezzato for all his hard work throughout the years of his membership on the Commission.

The meeting was adjourned at 9 PM.
