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The meeting was held at 9:35 AM at the Liberty Township School.

Disciplinary sub-committee: Frank Iannone, Mike McGreevy, Amy Dieteman

The basketball coach accused of misconduct by parents from Hope Township was informed by the Basketball Commissioner of the complaint and shown a copy of the grievance letter. He explained the situation and stated his comment was not meant in a threatening way, he was trying to make a point about the others coach’s conduct. The subcommittee members and the Basketball Commissioner gave input on their view of the situation, and spoke about correct conduct. The coach was dismissed from the room and discussion was held on the letter from the Hope Township parent, the Liberty coach’s explanation, the general situation, and other statements. It was the consensus of the sub-committee that this behavior is not acceptable. Mr. Iannone made a motion that the coach be suspended from coaching for the remainder of the regular season games and put on notice that if a second complaint is received he will be banned from coaching. Mr. McGreevy seconded the motion, Ms. Dieteman voted yes, and the motion was passed. The coach was recalled into the room and told of the decision of the subcommittee. It was noted that this is the first suspension handed down by the newly formed Disciplinary Sub-committee. Mr. Iannone thanked the coach for coming.

10:05 - Basketball: Frank Iannone, Mike McGreevy, Wayne Chaladoff, and Anne Young

Discussion was held on the AAU team, Warren Hoop Hangers, and its association with Liberty Recreation Commission. Insurance and scheduling of gym time were the topics.  Gym time, which has been secured through May, will be scheduled for Liberty teams first. Basketball play offs will be over March 10, and the gym time will then be used for baseball/softball. A schedule for clinics will be developed. 

Discussion was held on the Warren County Basketball League. Dissatisfaction with referees, court safety in some locations, and adherence to League policies was noted.  Discussion was held on the sending districts, and the consensus of the sub-committee was that playing with teams from Independence and Hackettstown, our school district would better serve the participants in the future. It was noted that a scrimmage game between the select teams from Liberty and Independence was attended by the Hackettstown coach, showing his interest in the upcoming players. The game was a wonderful experience, and the coach invited both teams to watch the High School game, and encouraged the boys to try out next year. Joining the Hackettstown/Independence League will be investigated through a meeting with Independence Recreation, with possible input from the Hackettstown coach.  

It was noted that recreation teams are for fun and learning, but select and traveling teams are also important for more serious players, and the opportunity should be available. Guidelines and parameters should be developed to include insurance, field use, and equipment.  

The meeting was adjourned at 10:50 AM
