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The meeting was called to order at 7:10 PM in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Minutes: Ms. Dieteman made a motion to approve the minutes of September 11 as corrected, seconded by Mr. McGreevy, all in favor.

Public Discussion: None

Sports Commissioners’ Reports:


Soccer: Ms. Dieteman reported on accidents and injuries to date- two broken ankles, a broken arm, plus another sprain. This brought on discussion of the condition of the fields.  Mr. McGreevy has contacted Keith Wicki for an estimate on rolling, re-seeding, and a treatment program. An irrigation system would be desirable, however the well may not be able to handle the volume. A proposal for the 2008 budget will be developed. 


An email reminder was sent to all the coaches concerning rotation of players, sportsmanship, and inappropriate language. The League will be reviewing rule changes for team numbers and cancellation procedures at their October meeting.   

Better signage is needed concerning no pets and no climbing on the batting cage.  Ms. Dieteman made a motion to allocate $200 for signage at the Free Union Field, seconded by Mr. Chaladoff, all in favor. 


Mr. McGreevy reported the playground equipment can be repaired without the appropriated $200 for that project.  He also recommended purchasing portable canopy tents for use on the sidelines. He will get prices. 


Mr. Doyle questioned the League rules for moving players within division teams. He would like to see a written policy, and not just a verbal response from the League. 


Cheerleading: Ms. Young reported there were not enough signups for cheerleading and no program will be held this year. 

Basketball:  The following is the list of teams and coaches: 
Freshman- Girls- 8 players, 1 team, coach Mary Sagan; Boys- 13 players, 2 teams, coaches Dan McConnell, and one needed.  JV- Girls- 10 players, 3 teams, coaches Brian Young, Wayne Chaladoff, John Crisp; Boys- 19 players, 3 teams, coaches Jerry Wohlgemuth, John Dorward, one needed.  Varsity- Girls- 13 players, 2 teams, coaches Michelle Slonina, Pat Swigert; Boys- 12 players, 2 teams, coaches Dave Lane, Al Crisafulli. Clinic will begin after New Years-  22 players, coach Mike Sabo. 


Ms. Dieteman made a motion to approve the list of coaches, seconded by Mr. Oliver, all in favor. 


Ms. Dieteman made a motion to approve $500 for the following expenses; magic markers, scorebooks, whistles, wristbands, first aid supplies, and game balls, seconded by Mr. McGreevy, all in favor. 


Drafting will be held the week of Oct. 15, with the final draft Oct. 24.  Mr. Young and Mr. Chaladoff will attend. Practice begins Nov. 1. The gym time was approved and scheduling will now be done on-line. Mr. Young will set it up on the web site. 


Chuck Lindow has requested gym time for Men’s Basketball. Mr. Chaladoff felt that this is not under his supervision as Basketball Commissioner, and does not want responsibility for this program. The insurance for this program should be provided by the men themselves. Mr. Crisp made a motion to send a letter to Mr. Lindow concerning this matter, seconded by Mr. Chaladoff, all in favor. 

Monitors should not be needed this season, as cameras have been installed. The doors will remain locked, so the coaches will be responsible for letting players inside, or assigning a parent to open the door. 

Mr. Chaladoff made a motion to approve $4,500 for league and referee fees, seconded by Mr. Crisp, all in favor.

Concession Stand: Mr. McGreevy was applauded by the Township Committee for doing a fine job running the stand. Mr. Crisp filled in when Mr. McGreevy was unavailable.  The checking account has been closed and all transactions will be done through the Recreation Trust.


Beach: The final report will be submitted. 

Summer Recreation: The Environmental Commission did not receive the grant for the educational program for “earth day”, however they will continue to pursue other funds.
