The meeting was called to order at 7 PM in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Roll call:  Present: Chairman Mike McGreevy, Vice Chair Amy Dieteman (left at 7:15), John Crisp  (left at 7:30), Mike Scudder, Mike Doyle   Absent: Wayne Chaladoff.   Dan Oliver has resigned.  

Executive session: Mr. Scudder made a motion to enter into executive session at 7:02 to discuss personnel matters, seconded by Mr. McGreevy, all in favor. The Commission came back into regular session at 7:15 PM.  No action was taken. 

Minutes: Mr. Scudder made a motion to approve the minutes of October 9, seconded by Mr. McGreevy, all in favor with Mr. Doyle abstaining. 

Budget 2008: Ms. Dieteman spoke earlier concerning doing on line registrations using “pay pal”. The costs are $3-5 per registration, and reports are generated. Fees could be increased to cover the costs of implementation. 


Mr. McGreevy spoke about Keith Wicki performing field maintenance. He would donate his time, but we would cover the costs for labor by his workers. 

Public Discussion: Chuck Lindow asked the Commission about the status of Men’s Basketball. He was informed that there were time constraints on use of the gym.  The Commission recommended that he schedule directly through the Board of Education, pay the rental fee, and obtain insurance.  The game schedule has not been prepared as yet, but the Commission’s stance is that the children have top priority, and as the town grows there are more teams, and more gym time is needed for the youth basketball program. Mr. Lindow stated he did not want to make things hard for the children, but hoped the Commission could carve out some gym time for the Men’s team. 

Sports Commissioners’ Reports:


Soccer: Ms. Dieteman reported earlier that she will send a print out of potential rule changes within the league. 

At 7:30 Mr. Crisp left the meeting, and no quorum was reached. No further actions were taken. But the following was discussed: 

Basketball:  Ms. Young reported all teams are practicing twice per week. The schedule will change when games begin the Monday after Thanksgiving. The website for scheduling is pending, the municipal hoster may not be able to accommodate the data in its current form. Mr. Young is working with Mr. Tibak to resolve the problem. This will be beneficial for all sports programs. 


Three people were too late for registration, and had to be turned away. This was enforced because of the League deadline, as well as our own. There were a total of 25 late registrations. There will be no Turkey Hoop Shoot this year. All the coach positions are filled. There was an increase in league and referee fees. Registrations barely covered these expenses.   Ms. Young made the following suggestions for the future: Raise fees, Background checks for coaches- the state is running a program where they pay 50% of the costs- Phillipsburg is participating in the program, A paid position for sports administration, to work along with the Commissioner, Evaluate the costs of the sports programs to ensure registration fees cover expenses.

Beach: The final report was distributed.
