Great Meadows Regional School District re: gym time expenses.  Mr. Warne has asked to meet to go over the expenses. Mr. Chaladoff and Mr. Tibak volunteered to meet with him. Questions arose as to whether Independence received such a letter, and regarding the snow plowing and salting of the school driveway by our DPW. It had been understood that budget cuts would come from line items, not to be made up by charging for gym usage. An additional fee could be charged to the sports registration. 

Sports Commissioners’ Reports


 Baseball: Mr. Crisafulli reported there have been no complaints.  He has an issue with facility maintenance management, and would like to improve this for next year. This involves coordinating grass mowing, field lining, restroom vandalism control, tractor repair, dragging fields, and the concession. He feels this is a lot for the Baseball Commissioner and the volunteer coaches to handle. He raised the question as to who is responsible for the scheduling of the summer non-rec teams, since there is no longer an athletic director. He volunteered to do this until the beginning of soccer. Rec baseball will end the second week of June.  


Softball: Ms. Tanski reported the All Star games will take place at Washington Boro Park, and the play offs will be at locations in Harmony and Independence. Mr. Doyle stated since Ms. Tanski is stepping down as Commissioner, a replacement should be found before January, and he volunteered to step up to the plate. (pun intended- EG)  Mr. Crisafulli made a motion to appoint Mr. Doyle as Softball Commissioner, seconded by Mr. Chaladoff, all in favor.  Ms. Tanski’s years of volunteering have been greatly appreciated. 


Soccer: Mr. Crisp reported the registration is underway. He made a motion to approve $1,500 for equipment and line paint, seconded by Mr. Chaladoff, all in favor. 

Basketball:  Mr. Chaladoff reported on the League meeting. Frelinghuysen was asked no to return, as there were issues of their teams not following the rules. Rule changes to be voted on at the next league meeting include number of playoffs will be cut in half; Independence will be asked not to participate in the Select Team, as they are not a part of the League; forfeits will count as a loss; 8 minute quarters for varsity level; instead of starting Nov. 1, it will be pushed forward to Nov. 15; raise baskets at Freshman level from 8 to 9 feet.  The uniforms are wearing out, and with Mr. & Mrs. Young, they will get prices for new tops and simple black gym shorts. New game balls may be needed.
