Parks and Recreation Areas




Concession Stand: Mr. McGreevy reported he has supplies from baseball that will be used. Mr. Lindow will assist in operating the stand. Some form of accounting system must be developed. A rental charge has been added to the propane bill.  




Fields: Mr. McGreevy obtained a price from Code Green for fertilization and broad leaf weed control. The donated grass seed from Tickner’s will be sown. Mr. McGreevy made a motion to approve $400 from the ball field maintenance line item for one application, seconded by Mr. Crisafulli, all in favor. Dugouts are in the works for after the soccer season. The Township Committee, the DPW, and volunteers are all working to fund this project and see it to completion. 



Beach: Ms. Greason reported that the water quality is continues to be very good and attendance is up from last year. The guards are doing more maintenance such as painting and dragging the water for aquatic weed control. Bob Mischka put in volunteer hours to paint the soffits and eaves of the lifeguard shack.
