Soccer- A Commissioner is needed.  
Basketball- Mr. Crisafulli reported everything is going well, except the 5/6 grade girls are doing too well and out scoring teams from Hackettstown. A complaint was made and the coaches are doing everything in their power to keep the scoring more even, as was testified by the Rec Commission, Rec director, security, and the referees.
