Minutes

Regular Meeting

April 20, 2006
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Chairman Wooldridge called the meeting to order at 7:18 PM in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Roll Call: Present: Chairman Phil Wooldridge, Beverly Gloumakoff, Bill VonderHaar, Tom Webster (7:30) and alternate Lorna Wooldridge. Absent: Vice Chair Eckhardt Debbert, and alternate Frank Joseph

Approval of Minutes: The minutes of March 9, 2006 were accepted on a motion by Mr. VonderHaar, seconded by Ms. Wooldridge, all in favor with Ms. Gloumakoff abstaining.

Old Business: 


GIS sub-committee: The ArcView 9 software was received, and a meeting will be set up with the State.  


319h grant:  The financial reports were received by the state, and payments were made. The remaining reports are being prepared.  


Community Day: The booth will include the Watershed Ambassador ‘s watershed model, the White Township Environmental Commission’s groundwater model, and a composting display. Mr. VonderHaar received one negative reply and 7 no responses to his letter requesting the donation of a composter to use as a door prize.  However, his in-laws are donating one they received for attending a composting seminar. The petting zoo was discussed.  The Wooldridge family may have a mother hen and chicks for an educational display. 


Natural Lands Trust clean up:  Volunteer Coordinator Martha Windish’s position has been eliminated from the state budget. The White Township Environmental Commission is willing to proceed with the project as a partner. The PCFA will waive the tipping fees for disposal, but a donor needs to be located for the dumpster.  The consensus of the Commission was to participate in the clean up. 


Recycling: The county recycling center is moving to the Land Fill. Discussion was held on 50% of the waste stream mandated recycling for each county.  Suggestions for increasing the amount of recycling included junk mail and composting.
